In order to guarantee your child, and all the students in my classroom, an excellent and safe learning environment, I am utilizing the following Discipline Plan.

OUR CLASS RULES:
1. Walk, talk, and work quietly.

2. Listen and follow directions.

3. Stay in personal space.

4. Respect self, others, and property.

5. Treat others as you would like to be treated.

IF A STUDENT CHOOSES TO BREAK A RULE:
1st Time:  Warning

2nd Time:  Clip moved from STAR to HAPPY face. (S) 
3rd Time:  Clip moved from HAPPY to STRAIGHT face. (N) Teacher conference with student. Loss of privilege
4th Time: Clip moved from STRAIGHT face to SAD face. (U) Teacher conference with student. Loss of privilege. Student will also call or write to parent to inform him/her of his/her behavior. Student has time out in another classroom.

5th: Detention after school or Administrative referral 
STUDENTS WHO BEHAVE WILL EARN PRIVILEGES!

A sticker will be given each day to students who keep their clip on STAR. After your child completes the front and back of his or her sticker page a choice of rewards will be given. Students who earn an “E” in conduct ALL 4 marking periods will receive the Principal’s Award at the end of the school year. 
It is in your child’s best interest that we work together in relation to his or her schooling.  I will thus be in close contact with you regarding your child’s progress in my classroom.
